The Jewish professor who made a crucial intervention in the case brought against the Italian Government by Soile Lautsi, who wanted crucifixes banned from classroom walls, explained why he acted on a "pro bono" basis. Professor Joseph Weiler, director of the Straus Institute for the Advanced Study of Law and Justice at New York University, intervened on behalf of eight countries in the European Court of Human Rights to argue in favour of the crucifix. At a lecture last week, he said that had he taken payment, there would have been "a million blogs saying, ‘Look at that Jew, he will even take money to defend the Cross.'"
